The final changes are to the photojournalism, removing the
reference to street photography and also the decision next year to include a separate
monochrome category. Also, after discussions at the Mini PSQ and responses from our
external judges, suggestions have been made to reducet he weighting of the technical
criteria and distribute 5 to 10 points among the remaining criteria.

It is now open to all club members to put forward how you would like to see these
points distributed. We will discuss this at the October meeting and a fi nal decision
at the October committee meeting for implementation in 2020.

With reference to the comments and scores from our external judges, my personal
opinion is that it was a very worthwhile exercise. There is obviously a different
emphasis between PSQ and national organisations and thoughts within our club. Our
past judging standard has probably been a little too governed by the technical aspect
but in saying that the remaining criteria are obviously harder to verbalise and
separate. This will be the challenge for 2020. Maybe a workshop with someone more
versed and articulate in this aspect would be a good idea.
